The primary responsibilities of the Clinic Director include (a) assisting the Director of 

Clinical Psychology Training (DCT) and clinical program faculty in the administration and 

oversight of a large on-campus training clinic committed to clinical science; (b) teaching, 

training, and supervising doctoral students in the delivery of mental health services; (c) 

overseeing and supervising the activities of the Associate Clinic Director and Clinic staff; (d) 

developing and maintaining strong professional relationships with the local and regional 

community to support student training; and (e) managing day-to-day operations of the 

Psychology Clinic.

• Conduct Prolonged Exposure psychotherapy for Veterans diagnosed with PTSD. 

Therapy will be delivered by telehealth and in person. Training to support telehealth will 

be provided. 

• Conduct risk assessments and safety planning. 

• Support day-to-day clinical trial administration tasks, including subject recruitment, 

assessment and screening, study procedures, data collection and entry, maintenance of 

records.
